DESCRIPTION OF ISSUE

PTK Faculty in the Division of Research are underrepresented in the UMD Senate due to growth in the PTK Faculty
constituency over the past two years.

Per the UMD Senate Plan of Organization full-time professional track faculty, defined as:
"(a) All professional track faculty (as defined in [I-1.00 [G]), and Librarian | faculty (as defined in [I-1.00 [A]), excluding
the term limited and entry-level professional track titles." (Included/excluded positions are detailed in additional

information, at the end of this proposal.)
"One faculty Senator shall be elected by the professional track faculty for each 30 faculty members."

As of September 11, 2025, there were 87 researchers within the Division of Research's PTK Faculty records from
Workday, using the criteria described below in "additional information" section, to identify constituents for the PTK
Faculty Senator to Division of Research. Several new employees have onboarded since September. This suggests that
the Division of Research PTK Faculty should have one or two more elected Senators to represent them in the Division.

Request assessment of current representation against number of PTK faculty in the Division of
Research, and if underrepresentation is confirmed, request off-cycle election to add appropriate
number of Senators to the Senate.



SUGGESTION FOR HOW YOUR PROPOSAL WOULD BE PUT INTO PRACTICE

Request Senate leadership consider rectifying any underrepresentation prior to the end of the current
PTK Senator term (currently in year two of three year term), by holding elections at the soonest
opportunity that is acceptable to Senate.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Applicable Constituents and voting clarifications: As of September 11, 2025, there were 87 researchers within the Division of Research's PTK
Faculty records from Workday, using the following criteria to identify constituents for the PTK Faculty Senator to Division of Research.

PTK faculty and Professors of the Practice with 12-month appointments equal to or greater than 75% FTE are included as full time, so may
vote for representation from the PTK Senator(s) for the Division of Research.

The following titles are designated as term-limited or entry-level, and are thus ineligible to vote for PTK Senator for the Division of Research:
Faculty Assistant, Faculty Research Assistant, Junior Lecturer, Research Associate, Post-Doctoral Scholar, and Post-Doctoral Associate.

Visiting faculty are also ineligible.

Professors of Practice under 75% FTE in the Division of Research are ineligible to vote for the PTK Senator for the Division of Research. They
are represented as part of a single-member constituency, not represented by the PTK Senator for the Division of Research.
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
